SUBJECT  
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Kathleen Brasch, who resides in Council district three, to the King County Women’s Advisory Board, filling an executive at-large position.

SUMMARY
The Executive has appointed Kathleen Brasch to a partial term on the King County Women’s Advisory Board, filling an executive at-large position, expiring July 1, 2016.

Ms. Brasch graduated from Shoreline Community College, Seattle with an associate degree. She works as Office Manager for the National Microscope Exchange. She has served as Co-Chair of the King County Regional Human Services Levy Oversight Board. She currently is a board member for Carnation-Duvall Citizen Corps and Mass Care Team Captain for the American Red Cross Serving Western WA.  
BACKGROUND
The Women’s Advisory Board was created to foster programs, legislation and policies for the benefit of women throughout King County.  The board acts in an advisory capacity to the King County Executive, the County Council, and the women’s program in respect to matters concerning women.  Ordinance 11782 provides for 15 King County Women’s Advisory Board members, one nominated from each council district by the County Council, and two nominated by the County Executive.  Board members representing Council districts shall be appointed by positions numbered one through thirteen.
