SUBJECT:  A MOTION authorizing the county executive to enter into an interlocal agreement with the city of Kenmore relating to the County’s processing of building permits, land use applications and code enforcement services within the City of Kenmore’s jurisdiction.

BACKGROUND:  The city of Kenmore incorporated on August 31, 1998 and all local governmental authority and jurisdiction transferred from the county to the city upon that date, except as provided in an interlocal agreement with the county whereby the Department of Development and Environmental Services continue to process permit applications on behalf of the City.  This motion will extend the term of the original 1998 agreement.
AGREEMENT SUMMARY:
The basic provisions of the interlocal agreement are as follows:
County Review.  The county would continue processing of those building permit and land use applications in the agreement consistent with the terms of the original August 31, 1998 Interlocal agreement, except as follows:
· Initiation of claims against financial guarantees will be the sole responsibility of the city.

· City reimbursement shall be at the hourly fee amount specified in KCC Title 27 in effect at the time county service is rendered.

Fire Marshal Services.  The agreement does not govern the provision of DDES Fire Marshal services, which are addressed through a separate interlocal agreement.

Additional County Assistance.  Upon written request by the city, the county may provide additional technical, administrative or review services relating to building and land use application processing within the city.  

Duration. The agreement is effective retroactively to December 31, 2002 and shall continue until December 31, 2006, unless otherwise terminated or extended.  
Extension.  The agreement may be extended to December 31, 2010.  .

Indemnification.

· The county indemnifies the city and from any and all actions arising out of any negligent action of the county in implementing the agreement.  In the event that any action is brought against the city, the county shall defend the same and if final judgment be rendered against the city the county shall satisfy the same.

· The city shall indemnifies the county and from any and all actions arising out of any negligent action of the city in implementing the agreement.  In the event that any action is brought against the county, the city shall defend the same and if final judgment be rendered against the county the city shall satisfy the same.

· The when actions result from the concurrent negligence of the city and county, this section shall be valid and enforceable only to the extent of the negligence of each party.
Personnel.
  The county will assign and supervise staff that process applications.  
Legal Representation.  Except as set forth in “Indemnification” section, the services to be provided by the county do not include legal services.
