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SUBJECT	

Proposed Ordinance 2011-0344 would authorize the Executive to sign an Interlocal agreement (ILA) between the King County Sheriff's Office (KCSO) and the King County Housing Authority (KCHA) to provide community policing services.

SUMMARY:

Proposed Ordinance 2011-0269 updates the 2006 agreement between KCSO and KCHA. The new agreement also includes multiple KCHA facilities in the North King County area which were not previously covered under the 2006 agreement.

BACKGROUND:

The KCSO provides law enforcement services across King County. It has both regional and local unincorporated areas responsibilities. In addition to local and regional law enforcement services, the KCSO provides contracted law enforcement through approximately fifty agreements.  These contracts include:
 
· Local Police agency for twelve suburban cities
· Transportation police for Metro, Sound Transit and the King County Airport
· Tribal police for the Muckleshoot
· Housing Authority policing in two communities
· Fire investigations in fifteen cities
· Marine patrol for eight cities
· Air support for the Coast Guard, Washington Department of Ecology and King County Department of Natural Resources 

In addition to providing local law enforcement services, the KCSO has a number of regional responsibilities, including the operation of the county’s Automated Fingerprint Identification System (AFIS), E-911 call and dispatch, and King County Search and Rescue, and air and marine patrol.  The Sheriff is also responsible for armed security in the county’s courthouses.  

The 2011 adopted budget (Ordinance 16984) appropriated $138,578,129 and 995.80 FTE for KCSO operations

As one of its functions, KCSO works in partnership with the KCHA to provide community policing services of its facilities. The services provided by the KCSO are on a reimbursement basis.

ANALYSIS:

In 2011 KCSO has been working to update and streamline its service provision contracts. This ILA is one of several that have been updated this year.

Attachment A to the agreement specifies regular review and identification of the type, level and location of KCHA. The termination and indemnification components of the contract are consistent with other County agreements.  Based on current KCSO operations and expenses, this agreement represents approximately $20,000 of annual full-cost recovery services.

These services are proposed to be provided at north area KCHA properties[footnoteRef:1] including Ballinger Homes, Briarwood, Lake House, Northridge I and II, Paramount House, and Pepper Tree. [1:  The current list of properties associated with this agreement are all located in the City of Shoreline and would be serviced by North Precinct-dispatched deputies.] 


The agreement has been reviewed by legal counsel.  A minor technical issue related to amending Exhibit A: Annual Scope of Work, Budget, Reporting was identified.  Staff prepared Amendment 1, which is attached to this staff report.

Proposed Amendment: 
The amendment changes the language of Section 3.B to provide that the KCHA and King County Executive have the authority to finalize and amend Exhibit B rather than solely the Sheriff.

REASONABLENESS:

Approval of Proposed Ordinance 2011-0344 as amended by Amendment 1 would constitute a reasonable business decision. The revised agreement language has been approved by KCHA.
