Dear Councilmember Philips:

Enclosed for your review and consideration is an ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to enter into an amendment to the Conservation Futures Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between King County and the City of Seattle for the Salmon Bay open space acquisition project.

By Ordinance 14517, the 2003 budget ordinance, King County Council authorized several open space acquisition projects to be funded by Conservation Futures, including $200,000 to the Salmon Bay acquisition project in Seattle.  The Council has not authorized the Executive to enter into an amendment to King County’s Conservation Futures interlocal cooperation agreement with Seattle for the Salmon Bay project.  This authorization is necessary for the disbursement of Conservation Futures funds to Seattle for the project, which is described in Attachment “A” to the proposed ordinance.  The attached ordinance will authorize the Executive to enter into the interlocal amendment.
