The draft 2006 King County Flood Hazard Management Plan is an updated version of a previously issued King County Flood Hazard Reduction Plan that was adopted by the King County Council in 1993.  The Plan outlines a countywide strategy for reducing hazards associated with flooding and channel migration along rivers and large streams.  The Plan provides an overview of historic flood and channel migration conditions and flood risk reduction practices in King County, identifies existing floodplain management policies and programs, recommends programmatic improvements and site-specific projects to further reduce the impact of flooding and channel migration on County property owners and residents, and describes existing and potential future funding mechanisms for implementation of recommendations contained in the Plan.
Location:


Unincorporated King County and Cities affected by flooding and channel migration along the six river systems in King County: the South Fork Skykomish, Snoqualmie, Sammamish, Cedar, Green and White Rivers, and their major tributaries; as well as smaller streams that have 100-year floodplains.  Cities impacted by river and major tributary flooding include: Auburn, Bothell, Carnation, Duvall, Issaquah, Kenmore, Kent, North Bend, Pacific, Redmond, Renton, Skykomish, Snoqualmie, Tukwila and Woodinville.  Other King County cities may also be impacted.
