SUBJECT:
Proposed motion confirming the executive’s appointment of W. F. (Steve) Stevlingson to the Patterson Creek Flood Control Zone District Advisory Board.

SUMMARY:  

The Patterson Creek Flood Control Zone District Advisory Board is authorized by county code (KCC 2.36) and state statute (RCW 86.15.070).  The board consists of five members, all of whom must own property in the Patterson Creek basin.  The district’s boundary roughly corresponds to a two mile-wide area along Hwy. 202 from Fall City to Ames Lake Road.  In the late 1990’s, approximately 1500 property owners resided in the district.

The board provides a forum for citizens to express stream-related concerns and provide advice to the county on flooding and surface water management issues.  They also help to organize volunteer stewardship activities and educate local residents about flooding, water quality and habitat issues.  Members of the Advisory Board must demonstrate interest in surface water issues, such as water quality, flooding and stream channel integrity.
The Patterson Creek Flood Control Zone District Advisory Board met four times in 2003 and continued to serve as a forum for citizens to learn about and provide feedback on county programs affecting flooding, habitat and water quality issues on Patterson Creek.  Major issues covered at meetings during the year included:

· Review of and input to the Rural Reconnaissance work the county has contracted with TetraTech consulting.  The Reconnaissance is an effort to obtain a systematic overview of the basin and identify capital improvement projects for the Rural Drainage Program.  The Advisory Board reviewed the draft report and helped prioritize the list of capital improvement projects. The list will lead to a six-year capital improvement project list.

· Updates on stewardship activities in the basin from the Snoqualmie Steward.  The board provided the Steward with ideas and contacts that can further the county’s efforts.

APPOINTMENT:
W.F. (Steve) Stevlingson – Mr. Stevlingson is a retired professional civil engineer who lives on Redmond-Fall City Road in Redmond.  Mr. Stevlingson has lived in the Redmond area for nearly 40 years, and  Patterson Creek runs through his property, giving him first hand experience with flooding, fish migration and other issues involving Patterson Creek.  
Mr. Stevlingson graduated from Duke University and has served as Commissioner on the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District since 1999.  Mr. Stevlingson has been appointed for a three-year term, expiring August 31, 2006.
