Dear Councilmember Patterson:

Enclosed is an ordinance authorizing the granting of a franchise to Lake Walker Water Association (Lake Walker) for the operation and maintenance of an existing water system in King County Council District 9.  The franchise area boundary provides water service to nine properties. 
The Lake Walker Water Association is located in rural King County, southeast of the city of Black Diamond, on the north side of Lake Walker.  Lake Walker is an existing system approved for nine service connections.  The water lines have been in place for the past thirty years and will not require any additional connections.  Since three of the water lines run through East Lake Walker Drive S.E., a King County right-of-way, the Lake Walker Water Association is applying for a franchise in order to meet current state and county requirements regarding water utilities within county right-of-way. 

The Lake Walker Water Association is a Group B public water system.  As a Group B system, it is required to comply with certain State of Washington and King County codes for system management and documentation within a small water system management plan.  The Utilities Technical Review Committee (UTRC) has confirmed with the Seattle-King County Department of Public Health that Lake Walker has met the requirements of a small water system.  The UTRC has reviewed and concurs that Lake Walker Water Association’s application for a right-of-way franchise is consistent with chapters 246-293 Washington Administrative Code, King County Board of Health Code 12.28, and King County Code (K.C.C.) 6.27 and K.C.C. 13.24.  
There is no fiscal note required, as there is no fiscal impact to King County finances.
