SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE relating to zoning and comprehensive planning, clarifying the application of minimum lot area in the Rural Area, adding kennel and cattery as a conditional use in the Agricultural Production District subject to conditions and correcting typing errors; amending Ordinance 10870, Section 332, as amended, and K.C.C. 21A.08.050, Ordinance 10870, Section 340, as amended, and K.C.C. 21A.12.030, Ordinance 10870, Section 357, as amended, and K.C.C. 21A.12.200, Ordinance 10870, Section 378, as amended, and K.C.C. 21A.14.180.

Background

The King County Comprehensive Plan (KCCP) is adopted by the County in accordance with the State Growth Management Act (GMA) and is to be consistent with the Countywide Planning Policies (CPPs). The KCCP provides the primary legal framework for making land use-related decisions in unincorporated King County.  The current KCCP was adopted in 2000. 
Summary  

Proposed Ordnance 2002-0119 would amend sections of K.C.C. Title 21A.  The proposed amendments would correct technical errors, clarify the application of minimum lot area in the Rural Area and allow kennels and catteries in the Agriculture zone.

Kennel and Cattery Amendment: 

The executive-proposed amendment would permit a kennel and cattery, as a conditional use, in the Agricultural Zone in accordance with KCC Title 21A.08.050.  Prior to this proposal, kennel and catteries were not designated in the Agricultural zone.  The purpose for this amendment is to give property owners in the Agricultural Production District an opportunity for additional home occupations due to the downfall in the agricultural economy. The King County Agricultural Commission recommended and supports this amendment to the Comprehensive Plan.
If approved, the following new provisions relating to kennels and catteries would be added to Title 21A .08.050:
· impervious surface for the kennel or cattery shall not exceed twelve thousand 
square feet;  

· obedience training classes are not allowed; and

· the outdoor runs shall be set back one hundred feet from property lines
Definitions 


Kennel: is a place where adult dogs are temporarily boarded for compensation, whether or not for training.  An adult dog is one of either sex, altered or unaltered, that has reached the age of six months 

Cattery:   is a place where adult cats are temporarily boarded for compensation whether or not for training. An adult cat is of either sex, altered or unaltered, that has reached the age of six months.

COUNCIL AMENDMENT  

An amendment to Attachment A of  Proposed Ordinance 2002-0118 would delete a designation of “Quality Urban Environment Demonstration Project Area” placed on properties in 1997.  The designation was to implement Ordinance 12627, which was later codified as KCC 21A.55.040.  

KCC 21A.55.040 has a sunset clause stating that any proposal wanting to utilize the provision had to submit an application prior to December 31, 1997.  Only one project submitted an application prior to that date.  This was the Lakepoint project, which is now within the city of Kenmore.  For all other properties within the demonstration project area, the opportunity to use the provisions of KCC 21A.55.040 has long since expired and the provisions are effectively null and void.  Amendment 1 would repeal these provisions.
