Dear Councilmember Ferguson:

Enclosed is an ordinance authorizing amendment of the legal description of the Covington Water District franchise in Council Districts 7 and 9 to include the addition of the Sugarloaf Mountain area.    
The existing Covington water franchise number 12858 was granted by the King County Council in 1997.  This franchise includes parts of the cities of Maple Valley, Covington and Black Diamond.  It is bordered by the cities of Kent and Auburn.  Subsequently, the King County Council approved a new Covington 2007 Comprehensive Water System Plan.  In 2008, Covington annexed an additional six hundred and forty acres to provide water service.  Covington is now requesting an amendment to the legal description of their water franchise to include the additional acreage. 
Approval of this technical amendment to the legal description of Franchise No. 12858 is recommended.  Other provisions of the franchise will continue as originally granted including the 
franchise term of 25 years ending October 29, 2022.
