NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

Proposed Substitute Ordinance No. 2002-0119

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle Washington) on Monday the 22nd day of July, 2002 at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Substitute Ordinance No. 2002-0119, which adopts amendments to the King County Zoning Code.  


King County encourages public comment on Proposed Substitute Ordinance No. 2002-0119.  You may wish to present oral testimony at the July 22, 2002 public hearing.  Testimony is limited to three minutes per speaker and you may provide written copies for the Councilmembers’ review.  Please provide 20 copies of any written material you wish to submit.  The chamber is equipped with an audio/visual system capable of displaying 35mm slides, VHS tapes, overheads, and computer displays.  Audio/visual presentations are included in the 3-minute timeframe.  Testimony sign-up will take place in the lobby outside the Council Chambers. SUMMARY
Proposed Substitute Ordinance No. 2002-0119 was considered by the Growth Management and Unincorporated Areas Committee (GMUAC) of the Metropolitan King County Council.  The GMUAC completed its recommendation on June 4th .  Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2002-0119 would amend the King County Zoning Code as follows:

Section 1:   Amends KCC 21A.08.050 to allow kennels and catteries as a permitted use in the Agriculture zone on lots that are five acres or more, subject to the following additional standards:
· impervious surface for the kennel or cattery shall not exceed twelve thousand square feet;  

· obedience training classes are not allowed; and

· buildings or structures used for housing animals and any outdoor runs shall be set back one hundred fifty feet from property lines.

Section 2: Amends KCC 21A.12.030 to clarify that the minimum lot area for the RA zone does not apply to subdivisions using the lot clustering provisions of the code.

Section 3: Amends KCC 21A.12.200 to correct a typo by adding the word “if” as intended in the original legislation.

Section 4: Amends KCC 21A.14.180 to improve the grammar of a current provision by removing a redundant reference to “single detached or townhouse subdivisions”.
Section 5:  Repeals KCC 21A.55.040 because the provisions are effectively null and void, since the section has a sunset clause stating that any proposal wanting to utilize the provision had to submit an application prior to December 31, 1997.  Except for the Lakepoint project, which is now within the city of Kenmore, all other properties within the demonstration project area cannot use the provisions of KCC 21A.55.040.
