SUBJECT:

An ordinance relating to exempting gifts, bequests, and donations to the county of two thousand dollars or less from requiring a motion for acceptance.
SUMMARY:
Proposed Ordinance 2006-0337 would exempt gifts, bequests, and donations to the county of two thousand dollars or less from requiring a motion for acceptance.

BACKGROUND:
Under the King County Code, all donations to the county require a motion for acceptance. As shown in the attached table, many donations are less than two thousand dollars.  Even such small donations now require council staff time to draft and/or review the motion and prepare the appropriate documents for the committee hearings.  These items then occupy time on the committee agenda as well. 

Proposed Ordinance 2006-0337 would exempt donations of two thousand or less from requiring a motion for acceptance because Council approval of donations that are less than two thousand dollars is not an effective use of the Council’s limited time.
