A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Dr. Pamela Detrick, who resides in council district four, to the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board.

Summary:
The Executive has appointed Dr. Pamela Detrick to a three-year term on the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board, expiring March 31, 2005.

Dr. Detrick is a resident of Seattle and Council District Four.  She is a graduate of the University of South Florida, College of Nursing where she received her Bachelor and Masters of Science Degree in Nursing, Family and Psychiatrics.  She is also a graduate of the University of South Florida, College of Public Health where she received her Doctor of Philosophy Degree in Public Health.  Dr. Detrick is an Assistant Professor at Seattle University, School of Nursing.

The 15 member King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board is required by State law and regulations to provide oversight for the program.  By agreement with the City of Seattle, related to the joint Seattle-King County Health Department, the Mayor appoints five members and the County Executive appoints the remainder.
