Ordinance 14683

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council adopted Ordinance 14683 on June 16, 2003.  King County provides this notice of adoption and enactment pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(2)(b).

SUMMARY

Ordinance 14683 revises King County Code Title 27 governing fees assessed by the Department of Development and Environmental Services for the review of building and land use permits, by the:

· Continuation of current fee levels through the remainder of 2003,
· Authorization charges for required inspections that are not currently subject to a charge,
· Creation of a Project Management System for all major land use projects and major building permits (including permits for single family developments with sensitive areas),

· Basing fees on full cost-recovery and eliminating subsidies for certain types of permits,

· Creation of a three-tiered Critical Areas Fee based upon whether the applicant chooses to have 1) have the department serve as the sensitive area consultant, 2) use a consultant from a “preferred consultant” list, or their own consultant,

· Basing of clearing and grading Permits fees on the amount of area disturbed,

· Charging of International Conference of Building Officials (ICBO) – based fees at levels consistent with other local jurisdictions, and 

· Creation of a 3-tiered (basic, standard or complex) Drainage Review Fee for single family permits.
