Dear Councilmember Gossett:
This transmits a motion authorizing King County’s election for the distribution of funds for federal fiscal year 2012 under the re-authorization of P.L. 106-393, the Secure Rural Schools and Self-Determination Act of 2000, and identifying Firewise Forests Initiative as a King County project to be funded in 2013 under Title III of the act.  
The United States Congress recently reauthorized the Secure Rural Schools and Community Self Determination Program (SRS) in PL 112-142.  The Washington State Association of Counties is compiling information from all the eligible counties in Washington to send to the Governor for transmittal to the Secretary of Agriculture.  King County’s elections for the distribution of these funds must be authorized by the County Council.  
The attached motion specifies the following elections under the Act:
· King County elects to receive the SRS payment in lieu of the option of 25 percent of actual receipts; 
· King County elects to allocate eighty-five percent of the full payment to Title I, eight percent to Title II and seven percent to Title III. 
· Title I funds are used for Schools and Roads.

· Title II funds are used for Stewardship projects in National Forests.

· Title III funds ($25,000) will be used by King County for continuation of the Firewise Forests Initiative, in the Water and Land Resources Division Forestry Program.

The Firewise Forests Initiative is a very successful program which assists rural communities in King County in development of Community Wildfire Protection Plans and protects public safety by promoting the use of practices that reduce the risk of wildfire.
