FRANCHISE AMENDMENT AGREEMENT

FRANCHISE NO. 12858

COVINGTON WATER DISTRICT
THIS AMENDMENT TO KING COUNTY FRANCHISE NO. 12858 (the “Amendment”) is made and entered into effective the ____ day of __________, 20__, by and between KING COUNTY, a municipal corporation and political subdivision of the state of Washington (“Grantor”), and THE COVINGTON WATER DISTRICT (“Grantee”).

WHEREAS, Grantee, Covington Water District (Covington) was granted a franchise by ordinance 12858 enacted September 16, 1997, which, after acceptance by Covington on October 13, 1997, became Franchise No. 12858.
WHEREAS, the King County Council approved the updated Covington 2007 Comprehensive Water System Plan by Ordinance 15980, approved on December 10, 2007.
WHEREAS, by resolution of April 16, 2008, Covington approved Amendment No. 1 to the 2007 plan update providing for the addition of Sugarloaf Mountain, map Section 33, approximately six hundred and forty acres, to the Covington's service area.
WHEREAS, King County approved the annexation October 10, 2008 by Ordinance 16252. 
WHEREAS, Covington then submitted the Covington Water District 2007 Comprehensive Water System Plan Amendment No. 1 to the King County utilities and technical review committee ("UTRC) for review.  UTRC approved Amendment No. 1 on August 20, 2008.

WHEREAS, King County approved Amendment No. 1 to the Covington Water District 2007 Comprehensive Water System Plan on December 12, 2008 by Ordinance 16315.
WHEREAS, Covington applied to the Clerk of the Council on July 16, 2009 to amend the legal description of Franchise 12858 only to include Section 33.
WHEREAS, the executive has recommended approval of the amended franchise.

WHEREAS, King County has authorized the amendment of Franchise No. 12858 contained herein in Ordinance No. ______.
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants and agreements contained herein and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Covington Water District agrees to extend and provide water service to the Sugarloaf Mountain area, as described in Attachment 1, which is an Amended Exhibit "A" to Franchise No. 12858, according to the terms and conditions in Franchise No. 12858. 
2. King County agrees that the Sugarloaf Mountain area shall be included in the legal description of the Covington Water District franchise, as described in Attachment 1, which is an Amended Exhibit "A" to Franchise No. 12858.

3. Covington and King County agree that Franchise No. 12858 should be and hereby is amended as provided in Attachment 1, which is an Amended Exhibit "A", Legal Description for Franchise No. 12858, Covington Water District.

Covington Water District
The use of county road rights-of-way within the following described Sections, Townships, Ranges and portions thereof, all in King County, Washington:

All of Sections 1, 2, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 22, 23, 24, and those portions of Section 3, lying southeasterly of SR 18; Section 9, lying within 132nd Avenue SE south of SR 18; Section 10, lying southeasterly of SR 18; Section 16, lying easterly of the southeasterly margin of the Burlington Northern Railroad right-of-way and lying northeasterly of the Green River; Section  21, lying easterly of the west side of the SE Green Valley Road and southwesterly side of Academy Drive SE; Section 25, lying northerly of the Green River; Section 26, lying northerly of the Green River; Section 27, that portion of the N E ¼ lying northerly of the Green River; All in Township 21 North, Range 5 East, W.M.

All of Sections 24, 25, 36, and those portions of Section 13, the South ½ of the South 1/2 , together with the NW ¼ of the SW ¼, together with the West ½ of the NE ¼ of the SW ¼ of the SW ¼; Section 23, the East ½ and 156th Avenue SE in the West ½;  Section 26, the East ½ and the 156th Avenue SE in the West ½; Section 34, that portion of the SE ¼ lying southerly of SR 18; Section 35, the east half and that portion of the SW ¼ lying southerly of SR 18 and 156th Avenue SE, in the NW ¼, All in Township 22 North, Range 5 East, W.M.

All of Sections 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20, 21, and those portions of Section 1, the north 2000 feet of the North ½;  Section 2, the north 2000 feet of the North ½; Section 10, the N W ¼ and that portion of the North ½ of the S W ¼ lying within 228th Avenue SE and SE 312th Street; Section 15, the West ½ of the S W ¼ together with the South ½ of the S W ¼ of the N W ¼; Section 28, that portion lying northerly of the Green River; Section 29, that portion of the North ½ lying northerly of the Green River; Section 30, that portion lying northerly of the Green River, All in Township 21 North, Range 6 East, W.M.

All of Sections 19, 25, 27, 28, 29, 30, 31, 32, 33, 34, 35, 36, and those portions of Section 17, the S W ¼ of the S W ¼, together with the West ½ of the S E ¼ of the  S W ¼, together with the West ½ of the East ½ of the S E ¼ of the S W ¼; Section 18, the South ½ of the South ½; Section 20, the South ¾, together with the N W ¼ of the N W ¼, together with the West ¾ of the N E ¼ of the N W ¼; Section 21, the S W ¼ of the N W ¼, together with the S W ¼, together with the West ½ of the S E ¼, SE 248th Street in the N E ¼ and SE 248th Street in the S E ¼ of the N W ¼; Sections 21 and 22, those portions of Government Lots 2 and 3, Section 21 and Government Lot 7 in Section 22 described as follows:

Beginning at the intersection of the south margin of SE 248th Street and the easterly margin of 224th Avenue SE (West Lake Wilderness Drive SE); *thence South 01017’55” West along said east margin approximately 425 feet; thence South 89⁰28’11” East 201.2 feet; thence South 01⁰17’55” West approximately 75 feet; thence North 34⁰06’40” East approximately 400 feet (Northwest corner of Tax Lot 33); thence South 50⁰42’ East approximately 330 feet (most easterly corner of Tax Lot 33); thence South 34⁰06’40”west approximately 735 feet to the most southerly corner of Lot 2 of Short Plat 876073, recorded under King County recording number 7612060748; thence North 61⁰05’24” West along the south line of said Lot 2 and Lot 1 of said short plat approximately 308 feet to the easterly margin of 224th Avenue SE (West Lake Wilderness Drive SE);

(NOTE:  The foregoing seven (7) paragraphs describe the property NOT owned by King County Parks located in Government Lots 2 and 3); thence southerly along said east margin of 224th Avenue SE (West Lake Wilderness Drive SE) to the north line of the South ½ of said Government Lot 3; and the north line of the South ½ of  the SW ¼ of the SW ¼ of said Section 22, to the east shore of Lake Wilderness; thence southerly along the said easterly shore of Lake Wilderness to the south line of said Section 22; thence west to the southwest corner of Section 22; thence west to the southwest corner of Government Lot 3 Section 21; thence north along the west line thereof and the west line of Government Lot 2 Section 21 to the said southerly margin of SE 248th Street; thence easterly along the southerly margin of SE 248th Street to its intersection with said easterly margin of 224th Avenue SE, and the Point of Beginning.

Section 22, that portion of the S E ¼ lying within SE 256th Street; Section 24, that portion of the S E ¼ lying within SE 256th  Street; Section 26, the North ½; All in Township 22 North, Range 6 East, W.M.

Those portions of Section 5, the north 2000 feet of the North ½; Section 6, the north 2000 feet of the North ½; All in Township 21 North, Range 7 East, W.M.

All Sections of 29, 30, 31, 32, and 33 all in Township 22 North, Range 7 East, W.M.

Except those portions now or in the future legally annexed by the cities of Auburn, Black Diamond, Covington, and Kent, King County, Washington.
