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SUBJECT

A motion appointing members representing the City of Seattle to the King County E-911 Strategic Plan Scoping Committee.  

SUMMARY

Proposed Motion 2016-0042 would appoint Seattle City Councilmembers Lorena González and Bruce Harrell to the Leadership Group of the E-911 Strategic Plan Scoping Committee.  The Leadership Group is part of the committee structure formed by Ordinance 18139 to define the process to develop a King County regional E-911 strategic plan. 

BACKGROUND 

On October 26, 2015, the Council adopted Ordinance 18139 creating a committee structure to define the process to develop a King County regional E-911 strategic plan.  The Ordinance creates a Strategic Plan Scoping Committee, comprised of a Leadership Group and a supporting Project Coordination Team, and directs it to develop and recommend a Strategic Planning Process Report for transmittal to the County Council and Regional Policy Committee by May 31, 2016. In addition, the Leadership Group is required to provide a progress report to the King County Council and the Regional Policy Committee by March 31, 2016. 

ANALYSIS

Consistent with Ordinance 18139, the Council adopted Motion 14488 on December 14, 2015, making appointments to the Leadership Group as shown in Table 1 below.  Prior to adoption of that motion, the City of Seattle advised the Council that it would forward its two nominees to the Leadership Group in 2016.  On January 6, 2016, the Council received City of Seattle Resolution No. 31645, by which the City of Seattle made its recommendations.  Consistent with those recommendations, Proposed Motion 2016-0042 would appoint the Honorable Lorena González and the Honorable Bruce Harrell, both members of the Seattle City Council, to the Leadership Group of the E-911 Strategic Plan Scoping Committee. Executive staff anticipate convening the first meeting of the Leadership Group in February 2016.
