SUBJECT

Ten motions confirming the Executive’s appointments to the 10-member investment pool advisory committee.  The candidates include six nominees representing outside districts, two nominees who are county fund managers, one private citizen with investment expertise, and the county’s Treasury Manager.
BACKGROUND  

In October 2008, the Council adopted Ordinance 16280, creating a new investment pool advisory committee.  The purpose of the 10-member committee is to provide the county’s Executive Finance Committee with feedback and suggestions regarding investment pool policies, practices and fees.
Note that a comprehensive update on the investment pool, including the charge of the advisory committee, will be provided at the next Budget and Fiscal Management Committee meeting. 

KING COUNTY INVESTMENT POOL ADVISORY COMMITTEE CANDIDATES
Proposed Motion 2009-0264 would confirm Jacob Kuper’s appointment as school district representative, position 1, for a two-year term expiring April 30, 2011.  Mr. Kuper is the Chief Financial Officer/Chief Operating Officer for the Issaquah School District.  

Proposed Motion 2009-0266 would confirm Bang Parkinson’s appointment as school district representative, position 2, for a one-year term expiring April 30, 2010.  Ms. Parkinson oversees the accounting department for the Highline School District.

Proposed Motion 2009-0267 would confirm David Lawson’s appointment as the fire district representative for a two-year term expiring April 30, 2011.  Mr. Lawson is the Chief Financial Officer for South King Fire and Rescue.

Proposed Motion 2009-0268 would confirm Ken Goodwin’s appointment as the water district representative for a two-year term expiring April 30, 2011.  Mr. Goodwin is the Director of Finance for Alderwood Water and Wastewater District and serves as a Commissioner of the Woodinville Water District.  

Proposed Motion 2009-0269 would confirm Linda Glenicki’s appointment as an at-large representative, position 1, for a two-year term expiring April 30, 2011.  Ms. Glenicki is the Director of Finance for the King County Library System.

Proposed Motion 2009-0270 would confirm Margaret Raihl’s appointment as an at-large representative, position 2, for a one-year term expiring April 30, 2010.  Ms. Raihl serves as the Assistant Administrator/Director of Finance for Harborview Medical Center.

Proposed Motion 2009-0271 would confirm James Hattori’s appointment as the citizen investment professional representative for a one-year term expiring April 30, 2010.  Mr. Hattori is the founder and owner of Athlos Sports Consulting, LLC, and has previously served as the Government and Foundation Grants Manager for the Seattle Symphony.

Proposed Motion 2009-0272 would confirm Timothy Aratani as the King County fund representative, position 1, for a two-year term expiring April 30, 2011.  Mr. Aratani is the King County Wastewater Treatment Division’s Finance and Administration Manager.

Proposed Motion 2009-0273 would confirm Duncan Mitchell as the King County fund representative, position 2, for a one-year term expiring April 30, 2010.   Mr. Mitchell serves as the Financial Services Administrator for King County’s Transit Division.
Proposed Motion 2009-0274 would confirm Scott Matheson as the King County Treasury Manager position for a two-year term expiring April 30, 2011. Scott Matheson is the county’s interim Treasury Manager.
