SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2018-0182 would change the name of the King County Water District No. 111 to the Lake Meridian Water District, reflecting a name change made by the District’s Board of Commissioners by resolution.

SUMMARY

King County Water District No. 111 provides municipal water service in the East Kent Plateau/Lake Meridian area of King County, serving portions of King County Council Districts 5, 7, and 9.[footnoteRef:1] State law[footnoteRef:2] allows local utility districts to change their name provided that the district’s Board of Commissioners adopts the name change by resolution and the name change is approved by the county legislative authority. State law further provides that the name change does not release a district from any prior obligations under the original name and that all existing obligations and contracts of the district entered under its former name shall remain unchanged. The King County Water District No. 111 Board of Commissioners adopted a resolution in February of this year changing the name to the Lake Meridian Water District effective January 1, 2019 (Attachment 2 to the staff report). The District’s resolution notes that the name change is sought “to identify with the most significant geographic feature within the District and to avoid confusion and misidentification as a sub-agency of King County.” 

Proposed Ordinance 2018-0182 would provide the County Council’s approval of the name change. 

BACKGROUND 

King County Water District No. 111. King County Water District No. 111 provides municipal water service to approximately 18,000 customers in the East Kent Plateau/Lake Meridian area of King County, serving portions of King County Council Districts 5, 7, and 9.[footnoteRef:3]  [3:  King County Water District No. 111 Annual Water Quality Report 2016: http://www.wd111.com/forms/000026.pdf ] 


Name Change Request. RCW 57.04.065 allows local utility districts to apply to change their names, “by filing with the county legislative authority in which was filed the original petition for organization of the district, a certified copy of a resolution of its board of commissioners adopted by majority vote of all of the members of that board at a regular meeting thereof providing for such change of name.” 

The King County Water District No. 111 Board of Commissioners has followed this procedure, filing Resolution No. 625-02-18 (see Attachment 2 to this staff report) with the King County Council on March 2, 2018. The District’s resolution notes that the name change is sought “to identify with the most significant geographic feature within the District and to avoid confusion and misidentification as a sub-agency of King County.” The District seeks for the name change to become effective January 1, 2019. 

Proposed Ordinance 2018-0182 would provide the County Council’s approval of the name change. 

ANALYSIS

The proposed name change complies with the terms of RCW 57.04.065. The ordinance before the committee would approve the name change as resolved by the District’s Board of Commissioners through Resolution 625-02-18.

RCW 57.04.065 notes that the name change does not release the District from any prior obligations under the original name and that all existing obligations and contracts of the district entered under its former name shall remain unchanged.
