Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Enclosed for King County Council consideration is a proposed ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to grant utility easements to Snohomish County Public Utility District No. 1 (Snohomish County PUD).
The King County Council passed ordinance 14699 in 2003, authorizing the King County Wastewater Treatment Division in the Department of Natural Resources and Parks to acquire property for the Brightwater treatment plant at the State Route 9 site in Snohomish County.  In order to serve the Brightwater project with electrical power, Snohomish County PUD requires several permanent easements on, and across, portions of certain parcels acquired by the Wastewater Treatment Division for the Brightwater project.  The Snohomish County PUD also requires several utility easements on, and across, certain Brightwater properties to serve other Snohomish County PUD customers.  The Snohomish County PUD appraised and offered King County $68,905 for these easements, and the county concurs that the fair market value of these utility easements is $68,905.
Pursuant to King County Code 4.56.115, the King County Executive is authorized to execute utility easements necessary for the installation, operation and maintenance of utilities to serve county property.  That section also authorizes the Executive to grant utility easements for utility purposes other than to serve King County property so long as the utility easements will not interfere with or hinder the use of the property and so long as the grant of utility easements is first approved by the Council.
The utility easements that are located on, and across, certain Brightwater properties, as set forth in the attached ordinance, are required by Snohomish County PUD to serve its other customers.  The granting of these easements by King County will not in any way interfere with or hinder the use of the Brightwater property.
