Proposed Substitute Ordinance No. 2002-0211

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle Washington) on Monday the 19th day of August, 2002 at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Substitute Ordinance No. 2002-0211, which adopts amendments to the King County Code governing the processing of land use permit applications.  


King County encourages public comment on Proposed Substitute Ordinance No. 2002-0211.  You may wish to present oral testimony at the August 19, 2002 public hearing.  Testimony is limited to three minutes per speaker and you may provide written copies for the Councilmembers’ review.  Please provide 20 copies of any written material you wish to submit.  The chamber is equipped with an audio/visual system capable of displaying 35mm slides, VHS tapes, overheads, and computer displays.  Audio/visual presentations are included in the 3-minute timeframe.  Testimony sign-up will take place in the lobby outside the Council Chamber before the meeting on August 19.  Please call the Metropolitan King County Council offices at (206) 296-1000 if you need directions to the Courthouse.  You may also mail or fax comments to Councilmembers. SUMMARY
Proposed Substitute Ordinance No. 2002-0211 was considered by the Growth Management and Unincorporated Areas Committee (GMUAC) of the Metropolitan King County Council.  Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2002-0211 would make the following substantive changes:

Sections 1, 2, & 8 – Administrative Appeals

· Eliminate the administrative appeal for road variance decisions made by the County Road Engineer.  

· Eliminate administrative appeals for site development, clearing and grading, and building permits that do not have significant adverse impacts on the environment .

Section 5 – SEPA Categorical Exemptions

· Raise from 8 to 20 the maximum number of housing units constructed in the urban growth area that would be categorically exempt from SEPA.

Section 6 – DNR SEPA Decisions

· Allow the King County Department of Natural Resources and Parks to provide for an administrative appeal of some or all of its SEPA procedural decisions.

Section 9 – Sensitive Area Review Requirements
· Clarify that sensitive area review is not required for minor development proposals that are unlikely to have an impact on sensitive areas.

Sections 10 & 11 – Notice on Title
· Eliminate the requirement that site plans be filed with the notice on title and the requirement that a notice on title be filed even if there is no sensitive area review.

Section 12 – Administrative Appeal Fees.  

· Increase the fee for administrative appeals to $250.  The current fee is $125.

Section 14 – Applicability to current complete applications.  

· Clarify that Sections 1, 2, 5 and 8 of the ordinance would not apply to complete applications submitted prior to the effective date of the ordinance.
