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AMENDMENT TO PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2018-0477, VERSION 1
On page 2, at the end of line 33 and before line 34, insert "It is anticipated that the department may issue parking permits as part of the parking facilities user fee structure rule it is authorized to establish under this ordinance."

On page 2, beginning on line 39, strike lines 39 through page 3, line 44, and insert:
	"2.  The department is authorized to enforce its parking facilities user fee program and to impose penalties not to exceed two hundred fifty dollars per violation.  The department may impose late fees not to exceed ten percent of the fee otherwise due.  The department may terminate a user's parking permit for unpaid parking facilities user fees.  The department shall adopt enforcement rules, penalties, and late fees by administrative rule consistent with K.C.C. chapter 2.98."

[bookmark: Text7]On page 3, beginning on line 52, strike lines 52 through 54, and insert:
	"E.  All parking facility user fees charged under authority of this section shall be used to support the parking management program, including but not limited to the costs of implementing, expanding park-and-ride lots, mitigating the impacts of, and applying innovative technology and management practices, to the park-and-ride network.  All parking facilities user fees and related fees or penalties authorized in this section shall be deposited into the public transportation operating account of the public transportation fund."

On page six, beginning on line 106, strike lines 106 through 107 and insert:
	  "15.  Parking a vehicle in an approved parking area on transit property for more than ((seventy-two)) forty-eight consecutive hours."

EFFECT:  Amends the proposed ordinance to:
(1) reduce the maximum late fee and eliminate the authority to charge collections fees; 
(2) add language providing that revenue from parking facilities user fees be used to support the parking management program; and
(3) reduce the 72 hour maximum time for parking a vehicle on Metro property to 48 hours rather than 24 hours.
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
