Dear Councilmember McDermott:
This letter transmits an ordinance to authorize a negotiated settlement of Sound Transit’s eminent domain proceeding to acquire a portion of the King County Department of Transportation's Northgate Transit Center, located at 10200 1st Avenue NE, Seattle. While this is an eminent domain proceeding, it is essentially a routine formality and the negotiated settlement would result in actions consistent with King County’s long term interests. The proposed settlement would support the development of Sound Transit’s Northgate Link light rail station and closely align King County’s bus transit operations and services with the new light rail service there. 
This settlement and the related transaction is recommended per the rationale and considerations provided in the attached property summary.
Pursuant to KCC 4.56.140 and RCW 39.33.020 this proposed intergovernmental transfer of surplus real property requires public notice, a press release and a public hearing. The public notice is required to be published in an area newspaper at least ten days but no more than twenty-five days prior to the hearing. A hearing notice and a press release are attached.
The proposed settlement and sale of this property furthers the goals of the King County Strategic Plan guiding principles of Financial Sustainability and Regional Collaboration as well as the goal of Mobility.
