STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:  A MOTION appointing committees to write a voters pamphlet statement for the November 4, 2003, special election regarding Ordinance ______ providing for the submission to the electorate of King County, at a special election on November 4, 2003, of a proposed amendment to Article 4 of the King County Charter to provide for biennial budgeting.
SUMMARY:

RCW 29.81A.080 provides that for each ballot measure from a jurisdiction that is included in a local voters pamphlet, the local legislative authority of that jurisdiction shall appoint committees to prepare arguments advocating voter approval and voter rejection for publishing in the local voters pamphlet.

Proposed Motion 2003-0430 is a companion piece to Proposed Ordinance 2002-0603, which asks voters to approve or reject a proposed amendment to the King County Charter to allow for biennial budgeting.  This ordinance is also on the council agenda today and, if approved, the measure will appear on the November 4, 2003 general election ballot.

Proposed Motion 2003-0430, if approved, appoints individuals to serve on the voters pamphlet committee to write a statement for and against the proposed charter amendment.
