· Every mental health agency in King County shall have a staff person (or persons) who know all employment rules and regulations as they apply to all funding sources for all consumers and how one’s benefits would be affected by becoming employed.

· Increase funding for new services for mentally ill leaving jails in King County.

· Increase funding for peer counselor positions in King County.

· Increase recovery training for agencies in King County.

· Whenever a consumer is homeless, the care plan must address this. 

· Providers of employment services should ask every client:

1. Did you receive the kind of employment services you wanted from this agency?

2. Did you get the type of job you wanted?
