Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed is an ordinance that approves the 2003 Executive Space Plan and amends King County Code Section 20.12.100.  This Code requires that an annual update to the Space Plan be submitted each year, including information on the County’s current and future space needs and facility work program.  

The Space Plan is the product of cooperative efforts of Executive and separately elected officials’ staffs and incorporates guidance and recommendations of the Space and Facilities Peer Review Panel.  This Space Plan projects the County’s space needs over the next 10 years, proposes revised space policies and preliminary space standards based on those projections, and identifies an implementation plan related to the space policies.  Agency 10-year staff level projections are presented as a range with appropriate qualifiers.

This transmittal is delayed this year to give the Facilities Management Division additional time to further assess the potential staffing impact of the 2003 Adopted Budget and to gather up to date information about the County’s major maintenance needs.  I am considering a proposal to change the space planning cycle to March 1, rather than August of each year.  This change would allow for an analysis of Council actions in adopting the budget and would give the County Council ample opportunity to review each Space Plan in advance of the budget.  I would appreciate your thoughts on this proposal.
