Ordinance No. 16857
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council (the Council) held a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA) on Monday, June 14, 2010, beginning at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing was to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2010-0270 (Ordinance 16857) relating to the 2010 King County Open Space Plan: Parks, Trails and Natural Areas.
SUMMARY:

Ordinance 16857 adopts the 2010 King County Open Space Plan: Parks, Trails and Natural Areas to guide the management of King County’s Open Space resources for the next six years.  The Open Space Plan has been prepared to respond to a number of federal, state and local planning mandates and needs, including meeting the planning requirements of the state Recreation and Conservation Office, addressing the mandate for a parks and recreation element of the Growth Management Act, and serving as a functional plan to the County’s Growth Management Comprehensive Plan. Additionally, the Open Space Plan is the strategic plan for the Parks and Recreation Division of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks.  The Plan describes the County’s role both as a regional provider of open space and a provider of local parks and recreation services in the rural area.  As a regional provider, the Plan addresses King County’s major regional recreation facilities, regional trails, natural area parks and working resource lands.  The Plan addresses the County’s role in partnerships, public involvement and outreach, and in stewardship and operations of the Open Space system.  The Capital Improvement Program for Open Space is also addressed.  This 2010 Open Space Plan replaces the 2004 Open Space Plan, adopted by Ordinance 14966, Section 1 of which is repealed.
