The proposed transfer is part of the county’s Annexation Initiative. The transfer agreement authorized by the proposed ordinance provides that King County will transfer responsibility  for  the facilities upon annexation of the Benson Hill Communities Potential Annexation Area to the Renton School District, assuming annexation to the City of Renton occurs on or before March 1, 2008. 
Under the agreement, the pool will continue to be used as  a public pool under school district authority.  The school district agrees to assume full and complete responsibility for the operation, maintenance, repairs, and any subsequent improvements to the properties and facilities. Transfer of ownership of the identified properties and interests will be conveyed by quit claim deed on or before June 1, 2008.
