2.  The county partners with the city of Seattle through an interlocal agreement to regulate the for-hire transportation industry and desires to maintain that partnership under common regulations in the future.
3.  The county and the city of Seattle last updated the interlocal agreement concerning for-hire transportation in August 1995.
