Dear Councilmember Gossett,
This letter transmits an ordinance authorizing an interlocal cooperative agreement that will enable the King County Sheriff’s Office (KCSO) to join with the Washington State Patrol and the cities of Bellevue, Black Diamond, Bothell, Issaquah, Kirkland, Mercer Island, Redmond, and Snoqualmie to create the King County Incident Response Team (KCIRT).  The purpose of KCIRT is to provide mutual aid police services in the event of a law enforcement-involved fatal or serious injury incident.
The above-mentioned parties agree that it would be beneficial to combine resources and work together when law enforcement-involved fatal or serious injury incidents occur.  The creation of KCIRT will provide increased transparency in police work, and will increase cooperation among police agencies.  
As provided in Attachment A to the ordinance, KCIRT is activated only at the request of a participating agency.  Upon such a request, each agency will, to the best of its ability and as resources allow, provide staff to aid the investigative effort.  

As a strong partner in law enforcement, KCSO has long provided mutual aid police services to other local jurisdictions; the creation of KCIRT furthers the goals of the King County Strategic Plan, Justice and Safety Goals, Objective 1(e) by collaborating with local jurisdictions to to define and provide regional law, safety, and justice services.
