Context

Rationale for transaction:	The County’s radio communication system is being upgraded. This facility is being replaced by a new site on Grass Mountain that meets the requirements of the new emergency radio system. Per agreement with the State, the current easement will be relinquished as it will no longer be needed by the County.  

Policy considerations	:	This facility will be replaced by a new site on Grass Mountain, so this easement is no longer needed by the County. Relinquishment will eliminate the annual fee currently $15,358 paid by the County.
