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SUBJECT

Today’s briefing covers potential 2018 work plan items for the Mobility Committee.

SUMMARY

The Mobility Committee was created by Motion 15110, the Council’s organizational motion for 2018. Committees typically adopt a work plan each year to guide their efforts. The potential work program for the Mobility Committee, which is included with this staff report as Attachment 1, is based on Motion 15110 and the issues it assigned to the committee. Today’s briefing, in preparation for the development of a work plan motion, covers potential work plan items that the Mobility Committee may take up in 2018.

BACKGROUND

The Mobility Committee's responsibilities are outlined in the Council's 2018 organizational motion (Motion 15110). Section IV.E of Motion 15110 describes the Mobility Committee responsibilities as follows: 

1. The committee shall consider and make recommendations on transportation, including roads, passenger ferries and public transportation.  The committee shall also consider the implementation of relevant labor contracts.

2. In the areas within the committee's purview, the committee shall track state and federal legislative action and develop recommendations on policy direction for the biennial budget.
