SUBJECT:
Proposed Motions 2004-0252, 2004-0253 and 2004-0254 would confirm the Executive’s appointments of Robin Franklin, Ken Konigsmark and Julie Burman to the King County Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee
BACKGROUND:

Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) funds are collected county-wide as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are, by state law, available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  
King County code establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee (COC).  The COC is an advisory body and programs CFT funds not allocated by the Council in the annual budget through a competitive application process.  It is comprised of 16 members, one from each Council district and 3 at-large members;

CANDIDATES FOR APPOINTMENT TO THE KING COUNTY CONSERVATION FUTURES OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE:
2004-0252  Robin Franklin
Ms. Franklin resides in Bothell (District 1) and her proposed appointment would expire on June 30, 2008.  She has a master’s degree in Land Resources and has experience serving on Bothell’s Parks and Recreation Board.  In addition she has served on the Bothell Way Citizen’s Advisory Group to improve the traffic flow through the city.  In her previous residence, Ms. Franklin served the public in Michigan and Wisconsin on the issues of parks, wetlands and wildlife.

2004-0253 Ken Konigsmark  
Mr. Konigsmark resides in Issaquah (District 12) and is a proposed “at large” appointment would expire on June 30, 2006.  He is a Boeing “loaned executive” through their community service program which has allowed him the opportunity to work on land use and conservation issues on a full-time bases for a decade.  Specifically he has served as the President and now Vice-President of the Issaquah Alps Trails Club, and as a member of the Rural Forest Commission.  He worked directly on the first King County transfer of development project Mitchell Hill Connection and the Snoqualmie Preservation Initiative.
2004-0254 Julie Burman

Ms. Burman resides in Vashon (District 8) and her proposed appointment would expire on June 30, 2006.  She is the former Executive Director of the Vashon-Maury Island Land Trust where she worked to preserve the natural ecosystems of the Islands.  In that position she collaborated with King County’s Department of Natural Resources and Parks.  She has worked for the City of Seattle on environmental issues in their Comprehensive Planning process and worked for the State of  Washington in various capacities.
Approval of these three motions would leave the COC with 5 memberships to renew or fill.
