This letter transmits an appropriation ordinance that will enable King County to make tenant improvements at 13030 121st Way NE, Kirkland, in support of the provision of King County Public Health operations and services. 
This ordinance is one of three related to Public Health’s Northshore Clinic. The second ordinance is related to the lease for this location and is being transmitted concurrently with this appropriation ordinance. The third ordinance involves  the sale of the Northshore Clinic Building located at 10808 NE 145th Street Southeast in Bothell and is likely to be transmitted in early August pending completion of the due diligence process. 
The attached ordinance requests appropriation for a capital project that would make tenant improvements at the new Northshore Public Health Center. The majority of work associated with the tenant improvements at this site is intended to update the functionalityand provide for a more sustainable infrastructure, including energy efficient lighting and eco-friendly carpet and paint. Limited new construction activities are also proposed, this includes redesigning the waiting, reception and front office areas. This will provide for a more welcoming space for clients, while also providing more privacy for conversations at the reception counter.  

Tenant improvements at this property furthers the King County Strategic Plan guiding principle of Financial Sustainability and goal of improving the health and well-being of all people in our community.
