NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council on the XX day of Month, 2023, at 1:00 p.m. to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2023-XXXX, an ordinance relating to interlocal agreements with fire districts for fire inspection services in unincorporated King County. The public hearing is planned to either be held at the King County Courthouse, 516 3rd Avenue, Room 1001, Seattle, Washington; or the hearing may be required to be held remotely to comply with the Washington State Governor's Declaration 20-28 (or as amended) regarding the Open Public Meetings Act. Information on this public hearing, including how to submit public testimony and attend the meeting, will be posted on the Council's website ahead of the hearing. It is expected that the full Council will take action on this Proposed Ordinance at the Month Day, 2023 meeting following the public hearing.

SUMMARY:
King County is proposing to execute interlocal agreements ("ILAs") with the Renton Regional Fire Authority and the Puget Sound Regional Fire Authority to allow these agencies to provide fire inspection services within unincorporated King County. The interlocal agreements provide the opportunity for the local agencies, who have familiarity with the communities they serve, and who provide fire protection services to the same communities, to take the lead on administering inspection services.

FINAL CONSIDERATION: 
In addition to the proposed amendments contained in the Proposed Ordinance, Councilmembers may offer additional amendments for consideration by the Council.  As a result, persons interested in any of the issues raised in the Proposed Ordinance should make their views known at the public hearing on Month Day, 2023.  Amendments that may be considered for adoption by the Council on Month Day, 2023 or thereafter include, but are not necessarily limited to:
· Any amendment contained in the Executive’s proposed version of the subject legislation.
· Any amendment offered, or relating to topics discussed, during the review of the subject legislation in committee.
· Any matter preserved for consideration by the Council by a member during previous committee meetings.
