Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Please find enclosed for the King County Council’s consideration an ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to convey to the City of Redmond park property and to execute an interlocal agreement with the City relating to the transfer of Sammamish Slough Park.

Sammamish Slough House Park is a local park facility located within the City of Redmond.  This proposal to transfer the subject property is consistent with King County’s Department of Natural Resources and Parks policy which directs the transfer of local park property to cities.  The County will, however, retain fee ownership of the Sammamish River Trail right-of-way that bisects a portion of the subject property.  The City intends to improve the park by adding restrooms, picnic tables, parking, and by creating a display of the wood sculptures created at the on-site Haida House artist studio.
