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AMENDMENT TO STRIKING AMENDMENT S1 TO PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2020-0177, VERSION 1
On page 7, beginning on line 141, strike everything through page 8, line 172, and insert:
	"ER4 EXPENDITURE RESTRICTION:
	Of this appropriation, $3,000,000 shall be expended or encumbered solely on a relief program to support King County based chamber of commerce, community based organizations, with a primary mission to support small businesses in King County, as well as small businesses, all of which are struggling due to the COVID-19 public health emergency.  All grants awarded pursuant to this Expenditure Restriction ER4 shall require that the grantee spend grant proceeds in a manner that provides economic benefit to the county, which may be detailed in the grant agreement or will be described in other documentation.   The appropriation encumbered in this Expenditure Restriction ER4 shall be used as follows:
	A.  Provide grants of $2,500 to every qualifying community based organization located in the county with a mission to provide marketing and technical assistance to small businesses in King County communities and every King County based chamber of commerce to assist small businesses in applying for grants and provide small businesses with marketing and other support;
B.  $250,000 shall be expended or encumbered solely to provide $25,000 grants to community based organizations in the county with a mission to provide marketing and technical assistance to small businesses in King County communities that are most impacted by the COVID-19 public health emergency to assist small businesses in those communities in applying for grants and provide small businesses with marketing and other support.  Grants shall be awarded through a competitive process and would be prioritized for organizations with less than 5 employees.
	C.  After satisfying the expenditures required by subsections A. and B. of this Expenditure Restriction ER4, all remaining monies shall be expended or encumbered solely to provide grants of up to $5,000 to small businesses that:  (1) have fifteen employees or fewer; (2) have an annual gross revenue of $1.5 million or less; (3) have been in business for at least three years; and (4) have not received grants, loans or other financial support that provide relief as a result of COVID-19.  The grant selection criteria should consider small businesses that are either located in historically disadvantaged communities that have been disproportionately impacted by inequities and discrimination or operated or owned by members of historically disadvantaged communities that have been disproportionately impacted by inequities and discrimination, or both.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]	The office of performance, strategy and budget shall convene a workgroup that shall include the chair of the budget and fiscal management committee or its designees, or its successor, the vice-chair of the budget and fiscal management committee or its designees, or its successor, the director of the department of local services or their designees, the director of the department of community and human services or their designees and the director of the office of performance, strategy and budget or their designees to develop implementation guidelines for the relief program established by this Expenditure Restriction ER4 including, but not be limited to, criteria to qualify small businesses, local chambers of commerce and community based organizations for each of the subparts of this expenditure restriction, determining what qualifies a community a "most impacted by the COVID-19 public health emergency," and selection criteria for awarding grants, as well as identifying the appropriate county agency to administer this relief program.  The workgroup shall be convened within five business days after the effective date of this ordinance."

EFFECT:  The amendment would amend the requirements related to the $3 million Small Business Relief Program appropriated to PSB as follows:
· $2,500 to every King County local chamber of commerce and community based organization in the county whose primary mission is to provide marketing and technical assistance to small businesses in King County communities;
· $250,000 to provide $25,000 grants to local chambers of commerce and community based organizations in the county whose primary mission is to provide marketing and technical assistance to small businesses in King County communities; and
· Remaining monies to provide grants of up to $5,000 to small businesses.
The amendment would also require a workgroup to convene to develop implementation guidelines to the relief program.
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
