Enclosed for your review and approval is a proposed motion adopting the Three Forks Natural Area Master Plan.  This plan follows the Program Plan Vision Statement that was prepared by the Department of Parks and Recreation through a public process and adopted by Council (Motion 9925) in August of 1996.

Three Forks Natural Area along the confluence of the Snoqualmie Rivers, with its commanding views of Mount Si, contains over five miles of riverfront in King County’s broad and verdant Snoqualmie Valley.  The site presently serves as a sanctuary and corridor for wildlife, and also provides passive recreation opportunities for local and regional visitors.  The master plan continues these purposes, calling for the preponderance of this linear park’s land to be preserved as corridor and habitat for wildlife, while providing for minimal access and passive recreation.
The creation of the plan challenged its planners to interweave the conscious stewardship of the scenic and natural resources of the site with the needs and desires of the community and King County.  We look forward to working with you to adopt this plan and create this magnificent natural area park.  The Department of Construction and Facilities Management has made a Threshold Determination of Non-significance of the Master Plan under the State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA).
