NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the King County Council has adopted Ordinance 14507 on October 28, 2002.  King County provides this notice of adoption and enactment pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(2)(b).

SUMMARY


Ordinance 14507 repeals Chapters 13.04, 13.08, 13.12., 13.15 and 13.20 relating to local sewer collection systems.  The county does not have any local sewer collection systems and these code sections are no longer necessary.  Additional changes are made to K.C.C. 8.60 and 20.20, which regulate disclosures required when selling real estate and reports required when applying for land use permits.  The changes reflect that on-site sewer systems are regulated by the department of health and that percolation tests are no longer the common test for determining the suitability or space requirements for on-site sewer systems.
