NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle Washington) on Monday the 9th day of April, 2007 at 1:30 PM.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2006-0578, which adopts revisions to the Countywide Planning Policies through Motions 06-1, 06-2 and 06-3, as recommended by the Growth Management Planning Council (GMPC).

King County encourages public comment on Proposed Ordinance 2006-0578.  You may wish to present oral testimony at the April 9, 2007 public hearing.  Testimony is limited to three minutes per speaker and you may provide written copies for the Councilmembers’ review.  Please provide 20 copies of any written material you wish to submit. SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2006-0578 adopts the following three GMPC motions: 

· Motion 06-1 would amend the interim Potential Annexation Area (PAA) Map to include the unincorporated area known as West Hill with the PAA for the City of Renton. 

· Motion 06-2 would make a correction to CPP Policy LU-25b to allow adjustment of housing and employment growth targets for a city in the event of a new municipal incorporation occurring within the designated PAA of that city.

· Motion 06-3 would amend the CPP Policy LU-39 by adding Overlake to the list of designated Urban Centers.
