Thence Northerly along said Westerly margin to its intersection with the North line of the South 455 feet of  the South 1/2 of the South 1/2 of the West 1/2 of the SW 1/4 of said Section 3; 

Thence Easterly along said North line to its intersection with the East line of said West 1/2;

Thence Southerly along said East line and the East line of the West 1/2 of the NW 1/4 of

Section 10 to its intersection with the North line of the South 1870 feet of the West 1/2 of said
