SUBJECT:  Approval of Interlocal Agreement with city of Sammamish for provision of surface water services and transfer of drainage facilities and property interests
SUMMARY:  The county’s Surface Water Management (SWM) program is responsible for a number of functions related to management of storm and surface water, intended to limit impacts to water quality, and minimize flooding and erosion problems. These services are funded by the county’s Surface Water Management Fee, authorized by Section 9.08 of the county code.  Included among these functions are the inspection and maintenance of retention and detention ponds, intended to manage and slow the flow of runoff from developed areas.  Other functions include complaint investigation, lake monitoring, data gathering/management, SWM fee billing, and other services. The SWM program undertakes these functions for the unincorporated areas of the county, funded by the county SWM fee; the county also contracts with cities to carry out a menu of services tailored to the needs of that city.  Currently, approximately 17 cities contract with the county for a variety of services utilizing technical expertise of the Water and Land Resources Division. 
The city of Sammamish incorporated in 1998, becoming responsible for a range of municipal services, including surface water management.  The city chose at that time to contract with King County to provide specific; that initial interlocal agreement was for a period of five years, expiring in 2004, and included drainage facility maintenance and operation, billing, and various related services.  In 2004, as the city continued to work through early organizational and staffing efforts, the parties agreed to extend the existing interlocal agreement until the city was in position to decide its stormwater management strategy and negotiate a new agreement with the county.  
That new agreement has now been negotiated, and is transmitted as an attachment to Proposed Ordinance 2007-0352.  Key provisions are as follows:  

· The term of the agreement is from the date of execution “on an ongoing basis”;

· King County will bill Sammamish residents using the King County Property Tax and Drainage Billing statement; the county will collect distribute to Sammamish the revenue for properties within the city;

· Sammamish pays an annual $1.17 (2006) fee per account for King County billing services, as well as 1% of revenue collected;

· For drainage system maintenance services, Sammamish will payapproximately $338,000 for 2008, based on 20 regional, 255 residential, and 73 commercial facilities and actual costs of services provided; services by the county include:
· Inspection/maintenance of drainage facilities
· After-hours response for urban flooding situations (Road Services Division is primary responder)

· Maintenance correction letters for commercial facilities

· Twice annual mowing of facilities on ‘mow list’

· Complaint response and assistance toward resolution

· Technical review and inspections of new facilities

· Maintenance defect/bond administration for new facilities

· For drainage investigation and response, the city will pay approximately $1,000 (based on actual costs of services provided)
· For billing, customer service, revenue collection, the city will pay a per-account fee of  $16,511, plus a percentage-of-revenue fee of $22,828
· Surface Water Management fee charges for properties within the city range from $150 for single family residential, up to a high of $2320 for properties with very heavy impervious surface coverage

· King County will convey to the city by deed those drainage facility properties currently owned by the county within city limits, listed in an attachment;

· Payments are to be made to King County to repay two issues of bonded indebtedness issued by the county for surface water management facilities within the city; annual debt service is approximately $94,000.
