SUBJECT:  Workshop on the Proposed 2002-2007 Six-Year Transit Development Plan
SUMMARY:  Today’s workshop will focus on several aspects of the proposed Six-Year Plan including the forecast levels of new capital and service investment to be made over the life of the plan.  Transit Division staff will describe the current status of the Transit Financial Plan referring to the two versions found in Appendix F of the Proposed Six-Year Plan and attached to this staff report.  The first version of the Financial Plan in Appendix F reflects the 2002 Transit Budget adopted by the council in November 2001.  The second, December 21,2001, is revised to reflect lower sales tax revenue forecasts. 

In addition, staff will begin responding to the data and plan background requests (list attached) made by committee members at the February and March meetings.  As noted on the list of requests an initial level of detail for some of the requests can be found at various places in the proposed plan or in its accompanying appendixes document.  Staff will provide additional materials at the workshop while the responses to some requests will be provided at future meetings.
