SUBJECT:
Proposed Motion 2008-0562 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Hameed Quraishi, who resides in Council District Seven, to the King County Board for Developmental Disabilities.

SUMMARY:

The Executive has appointed Hameed Quraishi to a three-year term expiring March 31, 2010.  He is a graduate of Washington State University at Pullman with a Bachelor of Arts degree in architecture.  He is currently employed by Concrete Technology Corporation as a Draftsman/Scheduler.  Mr. Quraishi is the father of a quadriplegic cerebral palsy daughter who he has advocated for and guided her throughout her life to become a member of the working community.  

BACKGROUND:
The 15 member Developmental Disabilities Board is mandated by K.C.C. 2.32.020 and members serve three-year terms.  Board members represent public, private or voluntary agencies, local governmental units which participate in a program for individuals with a developmental disability, and private citizens knowledgeable or interested in services to individuals with disabilities.  The Board works on behalf of developmentally disabled persons and their families, helping to plan and coordinate local services and serving as a public information and referral source.
