Higher than projected 2003 caseload, primarily for complex litigation cases, has resulted in a need for additional CX expenditure authority for OPD.  Additionally, increases to the reimbursement levels of the SMC contract and BECCA grant, as well as the state funding for sexual predator and ITA cases requires additional 2003 expenditure authority but are fully revenue-backed.
