SUBJECT:  The Work of World Vision in King County  
SUMMARY:  Representatives from World Vision, Scott Jackson and Romanita Hariston, will brief the committee on the work they are doing here in King County.  World Vision is a Christian relief and development organization that focuses on helping children in need worldwide.  World Vision is headquartered in Federal Way.  While World Vision is well-known for its work helping children in Third World nations overcome poverty, the organization is also doing similar work locally.
Today, Mr. Jackson and Ms Hariston would like to inform the committee about two projects World Vision is supporting here in King County.  One of these projects is a pilot program of outreach to at-risk youth in the Rainier Beach and White Center communities.  The other is a more wide spread program providing school supplies for low income youth throughout the county.
Mr. Jackson and Ms. Hariston are also seeking opportunities for further coordination and cooperation with county and other community-supported programs addressing the same issues.
