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Subject:  A MOTION appointing the members of the King County Citizens’ Election Oversight Committee.
Committee Action:  At its September 27, 2005 meeting the Labor, Operations and Technology Committee amended the motion to include the appointment of Timothy Borders to replace John Davidson who passed away unexpectedly.  The motion received a “do pass” recommendation with four ayes, no nos and one excused. 
Background:  The King County Citizens’ Election Oversight Committee (CEOC) was originally created by the Metropolitan King County Council in July of 2002 following the late mailing of thousands of absentee ballots and other elections problems.  The CEOC was directed to review County elections operations and make recommendations to improve the conduct of elections and help restore voter confidence in elections.  The committee completed it work and delivered its report to the Council in May of 2003 when the CEOC expired as specified in the original legislation.
The general election of 2004 again saw serious problems with elections procedures so the Council reactivated the CEOC in May of this year.  Nine of the 13 members appointed in May served on the previous committee.  The new members have excellent skills and backgrounds.  The current CEOC is scheduled to complete its work by February 1, 2006 and will expire unless the Council passes legislation to extend its service.
Summary:  Proposed Motion 2005-0377 appoints Michael Sheridan to replace Peter Abbarno as a representative of the Washington State Republican Party.  Mr. Abbarno has moved out of state to attend law school.  Mr. Sheridan has also replaced Mr. Abbarno as the Executive Director of the Washington State Republican Party.  
As noted under Committee Action, Mr. Timothy Borders is also being appointed to serve the unexpired term of Mr. John Davidson.  Mr. Borders has been involved in elections activities since high school.  Recent activities include serving as a Republican Precinct Committee Officer and as a delegate or First Alternate at the 2002 and 2004 state conventions. He has been an editor and contributor for a political journal and was involved in the challenge of the 2004 general election results
As a technical matter, motions already passed cannot be amended.  If they need to be modified, the old motion is repealed and a new one passed.  Since all the members of the CEOC were appointed in one motion, it is necessary to reappoint all the other members as part of the subject motion.
