Dear Councilmember Sullivan:
Enclosed for the Council’s review and approval is the Omnibus Ordinance for the second quarter of 2002.  This ordinance has three distinct components within it that cover the following operating needs.  First, a second-quarter supplemental request component for items unanticipated during the 2002 budget cycle.  Second, a budget reappropriation component for carryover of expenditure authority from 2001 to 2002; and, third, a technical correction component to the 2002 adopted ordinance to address any errors and omissions that may have occurred during the 2002 budget cycle.  Due to the complexity of the corrections and changes in the capital improvement program, a separate cover letter and ordinance are being transmitted addressing those issues. 

Supplemental Appropriations

The Supplemental Appropriation component of the ordinance contains the following supplemental appropriations for the CX Fund:

· A $37,500 revenue-backed add for Office of Regional Policy and Planning is included to provide Jobs Initiative training and employment services to Tukwila residents.

· A $41,343 revenue-backed add is included for the Sheriff to provide Metro Security.

· A $72,783 revenue-backed add is included for the Prosecuting Attorney to provide legal services for Safety and Claims Compensation.

The Supplemental Appropriation component of the ordinance contains the following supplemental appropriations for the Non-CX Funds:

· A $337,710 revenue-backed add to River Improvement for flood hazard reduction projects.

· A $ 72,767 add to Safety and Claims Compensation for a position to investigate safety and workers compensation claims for the Prosecuting Attorney.

· A $1,500,000 transfer from the Airport operating fund to the Airport Capital fund.  A correction to the Airport transfer amount for service provided by the King County Sheriff's Office of $323,134.  To partially offset the fiscal effect of the proposed transfer increases for the capital program and Sheriff's Office, the Airport has identified a $1,191,700 package of miscellaneous reductions to the 2002 Adopted budget amount. 

Budget Reappropriation and Technical Corrections

The ordinance includes a total budget reappropriation of $1,484,975 in the CX Fund.

The technical corrections in the CX Fund are:

· A total budget reappropriation of $1,484,975 in the CX Fund.
· A $200,000 revenue and expenditure adjustment is made to the Superior Court budget to correct a technical error related to the adoption of the 2002 budget.

· Operations and maintenance charges are reduced via disappropriation for CX agencies of $840,085 by the Facilities Management Division in order to reduce the internal service fund balance as determined by Council in the 2002 budget.

· Consolidation of administrative and related expenditures due to merger of the Divisions of Licensing and Regulatory Services with Records and Elections.  The merger is a result of the 2001 reorganization and creation of the Department of Executive Services.

Also included in the ordinance is a total budget reappropriation of $13,047,837 in the Non‑CX Funds.

The technical corrections in the Non ‑CX Funds are:

· Revenues and Expenditures related to the Endangered Species Act policy co-ordination are moved from the Office of Regional Policy and Planning to the Department of Natural Resources and Parks Administration budget.

· A correction to Internal Support, which is offset by a reduction in the CX transfer for Building Repair and Replacement capital projects.

· Operations and maintenance charges are reduced via disappropriation for Non‑CX agencies of $599,015 by the Facilities Management Division in order to reduce the internal service fund balance as determined by Council in the 2002 budget.

· Expenditures, Revenues and FTEs related to the Psychiatric Evaluator section is transferred from DCHS’ Mental health Division to the Public Health Department.  

· Positions transferred to Federal Housing & Community Development (FHCD) but not removed from the Housing Opportunity Fund (HOF) in the 2002 Adopted Budget are eliminated in the 4.50 FTE adjustment to HOF.

· A correction to the 2002 adopted budget of $484,895 for Local Hazardous Waste, $184,387 for ITS Technology Services and an internal service rate correction of $221,875 for ITS Print and Graphic Arts. 

· Addition of 10.45 FTEs to the Miscellaneous Grants Fund for ongoing grants and conversionn of one TLT position to an FTE in the Equipment Repair and Replacement Fund.

· Carryover of unexpended 2001 project budget the Federal Housing & Community Development (FHCD) expenditures and revenues are increased by $21,875,779.
