Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed is a motion authorizing the King County Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement with the City of Issaquah regarding improvements to East Lake Sammamish Parkway and transfer of road related property.

The City of Issaquah annexed the North Issaquah area on February 28, 2000.  The County had also planned a road project on East Lake Sammamish Parkway within the annexed area, which the County and City want to be constructed.

Total County appropriation for the project is $3,068,000.  The County will complete the design and construction of the East Lake Sammamish Parkway Safety Stage 1 Project from Issaquah-Fall City Road to the Interstate 90 westbound on-ramp.  The County will be the lead agency for the project.

Also prior to the annexation, the County had acquired title to a road-related storm pond tract and an associated drainage easement off the road right-of-way.  The storm pond and drainage easement are located in the vicinity of Black Nugget Road and Vaughn Hill Road.  The County wishes to divest itself of ownership of, and responsibility for, the storm pond and associated drainage easement.  The City of Issaquah will take possession of the storm pond and easement six months after the effective date of the attached agreement.

The proposed agreement will provide needed improvements to a roadway that will benefit both citizens of unincorporated King County and the City of Issaquah.  I recommend the Council approve this motion.
