ACTION:  On April 17, 2008, the Law, Justice and Human Services Committee reviewed Proposed Motions

2007-0425 and 2007-0426.  The committee amended Attachment C. Board Profile to both pieces of legislation to reflect the most current information.  The committee voted to pass the amended motions out of Committee with a do pass recommendation and was also placed on the Metropolitan King County Council’s Consent Agenda.

SUBJECT:  Proposed Motions 2007-0425 and 2007-0426 are motions confirming the Executive's appointment of Candice Styer and Kathy Jean Trimbach to the King County Board for Developmental Disabilities.
SUMMARY:
2007-0425 Candice Styer – The Executive has appointed Candice Styer, who resides in council district two, to a three-year term expiring March 31, 2010.  She is a graduate of California State University where she received a Bachelor of Science Degree in Sociology and Psychology and the University of Oregon where she received a Masters of Education Degree and a Doctor of Philosophy Degree in Special Education.  In addition, Ms. Styer is a certified Washington State Teacher for Special Education Grades K -12, Sociology Grades 4-12 and Psychology Grades 4-12.  Ms. Styer is currently a Special Education Teacher at Roosevelt High School in Seattle and is working on the Life Skills Curriculum Pilot Project with the Seattle Public Schools.
2007-0426 Kathy Jean Trimbach – The Executive has appointed Kathy Jean Trimbach, who resides in council district nine, to a partial term expiring March 31, 2009.  She attended the University of Minnesota and the University of Wisconsin-Eau Claire where she studied Psychology and Masters level Special Education coursework.  Ms. Trimbach is a mother of an eighteen year old son with Autism whom she advocates for his education and his part in the community.  She has a strong interest in early childhood development, transition to adulthood, and inclusion at every age.  Ms. Trimbach is also a member of ARC, FEAT, Autism Society and Issaquah School District Special Education Advisory Board 2002.

BACKGROUND:
The 15 member Developmental Disabilities Board is mandated by K.C.C. 2.32.020 and members serve three-year terms.  Board members represent public, private or voluntary agencies, local governmental units which participate in a program for individuals with a developmental disability, and private citizens knowledgeable or interested in services to individuals with disabilities and their families.  The Board works on behalf of developmentally disabled persons and their families, helping to plan and coordinate local services and serving as a public information and referral source.

AMENDMENTS:  For the Committee’s approval, an amendment has been prepared for both proposed motions 2007-0425 and 2007-0426 to change Attachment C.
