The following cost estimates were developed using the American Red Cross shelter staffing two shift model (12-hour shifts).  For day centers one 12-hour shift was included.
· Staff Cost is broken down into three likely wages. 
· Average volunteer value - $31.80 per hour (Independent Sector).
· King County Median Hourly Wage $40.48 (King County).
· Employment Security Department Median Hourly Wage $42.76 (Employment Security Department).
· Custodial labor (4-hour shift increments).
· Data pulled from the Bob G Shelter $32.28 per hour.
· King County salary range low end $24.68 per hour.
· King County salary range high end $35.25 per hour
· Security
· Estimated off of previous used contract security at $44.23 per hour.
· Estimated total: for a 0-50 client shelter/center – Low-1,392.68 High-1,689:  2 Shelter workers (12 hr.), 1 security (12 hr.), custodial (4 hr.)
· Estimated total: for a 50-100 client shelter/center – Low-2,254.60 High-2,865.24: 4 shelter workers (12 hr.), 1 security (12 hr.), custodial (8 hr.)
Food (for disaster sheltering only) - Feeding is conducted in shelters at around $2 per person per meal (USDA)(FEMA/ARC).  For smaller shelters without centralized kitchens this cost is likely to be higher. Catering can begin at $10 per meal and go up from there. (Temporary Kitchen)
· Low daily 50 clients - $300: More probable average 50 Clients - $1,500.
· Low daily 100 clients - $600: More probable average 50 Clients - $3,000.
Supplies (for disaster sheltering only) - $14,000 in supplies for a week. This is an approximate number as specifics will change given on client needs. Appendix K
